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Biography

Victor Vahidi Motti, also known as Vahid Vahidi Motlagh, trained as
a civil engineer at Sharif University of Technology, is the founder
and editor of the website Vahid Think Tank, a member of the
Executive Board of the World Futures Studies Federation (WFSF),
instructor of the WFSF-endorsed course Applied Introductory to The
Art and Science of Futures Studies, member of the Editorial Board
of the World Future Review scholarly journal by Sage publication, a
member of the Judge Committee of the Association of Professional
Futurists Student Recognition Award, co-author of the book The
Future of Business, and in 2013, he received the World Futures
Studies Federation’s President's Outstanding Young Futurist
Award. He is quadrilingual and reads English, Arabic, Farsi, and
Italian. Was also Editor-in-Chief of The Persian Encyclopedia of
Future with over 150 entries.
